It may include themes that are interdisciplinary in nature 
and that connect with the forefront of climate research, biological oceanography and/or 
coastal processes and it will be grounded in the physics of the oceans. The successful 
applicant will demonstrate strong teaching abilities at both the undergraduate and 
graduate level.
